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TWO DECADES OF THE URBAN PLANNING EXHIBITION

Last year the Serbian Town Planners' Association marked its 55 anniversary of successful work, and this year the Urban Planning
Exhibition shall celebrate 20 years of successful work.

Owing to years of success of the International Urban Planning Exhibition, International 'Summer School of Urban Planning' scientific and
professional conference and many other activities, the Serbian Town Planners' Association has attained broad recognition.

The Serbian Town Planners' Association is a full member of the European Council of Spatial Planners (24 European countries); a regular
session of the European Council of Spatial Planners' General Assembly, organised by the Serbian Town Planners' Association with
wholehearted support from the Belgrade University Faculty of Architecture, was held in May 2011.

Union of Engineers and Technicians of Serbia awarded the Serbian Town Planners' Association the 'Best Serbian IT Organisation’ plaque
in February 2011.

Also, within the 'Road to the Top' project, Media-Invest of Novi Sad, Faculty of Technical Sciences of Novi Sad and Belgrade Regional
Chamber of Commerce awarded the "Kapetan MiSa Atanasijevi¢" gold piece plaque to the Serbian Town Planners' Association for the
development of urban planning at the Belgrade University Rectorate Building.

Organised by the Town Planning Association, the first Urban Planning Exhibition was held on 8 November 1991 in the City of Ni$ and it has
continued until today in spite of economic hardships, wars and the like. However, due to various specific circumstances (highest inflation
rate in the world, economic block etc), the Urban Planning Exhibition was not held in 1993.

For the first 10 years, the premiere event of the Urban Planning Exhibition was held in Ni$ and after that Ni$ interchanged with
Kragujevac, Banja Luka, Novi Sad, Bijeljina and Sabac every other year.

Preparations for the Urban Planning Exhibition take a long time — several months —and the premiere event of the Exhibition is the result of
effort and is therefore always gala.

The exhibition of works does not end with the premiere event; the Exhibition tours other cities in Serbia and abroad throughout the year.
Nearly 2200 works were presented during the two decades of the Urban Planning Exhibition.

The number of exhibited works was 140 — 180 over the previous years and the number of participants at the Exhibition in premiere events
has reached the number of 500 —600.

The Exhibition is not solely about the competition. The Exhibition is about communication, a cross-section of our knowledge, visions and
accomplishments; it enables us to see how far we have come, with a view to pave the way to European integration. The Exhibition is also
about getting introduced, exchanging experiences, spending time and making friends.

On behalf of the Serbian Town Planners' Association, I would like to thank all participants, patrons, donors and sponsors who have helped
to hold the Urban Planning Exhibitions over the previous 20 years.

I would especially like to thank the City of Nis, the Mayor of the City of Ni$, Ni§ Town Planning Institute, Ni$ Association of Urban Planners,
Faculties, the Jury, the Selection Committee and the STPA Secretariat for their engagement in holding this year's jubilee Urban Planning
Exhibition. I would exceptionally like to thank the Chairman of the European Council of Spatial Planners, Jodo Teixeira, for his announced
presence at the Urban Planning Exhibition in the City of Nis.

Memorial Park lies on the Inter Entity Boundary Line between Republika Srpska and the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina — two entities into
which the former Republic of Bosnia and Herzegovina is divided. The border, in this case, is not physical. The border here literally goes across grass
and trees — it does not separate parts of the city. The border area is accessible, as a Memorial, from both sides, yet division is much deeper,
metaphysical, because even though it is possible to come to the Memorial Park, barely anyone comes, and especially not to recall the antifascist
history of this city. More than 9000 names that were written on the inner wall of the fortress in the Memorial do not exist anymore. The history lesson
that once was obligatory for youth in Sarajevo every 6 of April (Day of the liberation of the City) is not held any more, and it might never be held again.
The events that took place not so long ago seem to be “sunk” and “frozen” in the memory of this place and in the collective memory of all of us in
Bosnia and Herzegovina. We introduce water, as an element that means life, to this ruined open space, in order to “wash away our sins” and to revive
this place by all of us, place of our once shared history. Water is a new start. Water can not choose its flow, up to or beyond the administrative border.

There is also a high level of underground
water, which further complicates the present problem. In order to propose a quality solution of the defined problem to the investor, a detailed study
analyzing the causes of flooding of the terrain was made, on the basis of which the technical solutions are proposed. In addition to standard hydrologic
and hydraulic analysis and calculations, GIS analysis tools were used for analyzing the necessary data: slope, soil types, use of space. The calculation
is implemented by several methods that are used for torrential flows of the hydrological basins for various periods of rainfall returns: a five-year, ten-,
twenty-five, fifty and hundred-year return period. The proposal was given for further activities to build necessary open and closed channels in the
