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URBAN PLANNERS' EXHIBITION IN THE YEAR OF NEW LAW ON SPATIAL PLANNING

Atthe beginning of the 21* century, the two bills were passed by the same name Law on Planning and Construction.

Law of the 2003rd was presented with great ambitions with a stirring public debate. However, the Act did not give the expected results. There is a
problem of implementation. Itis necessary to drafting of the new law.

Law from 2009 was adopted by the accelerated procedure. Law has opened many current issues but in some cases it is incomplete, in practice,
certain legal provisions difficult apply and the like. The law was passed in order to shorten the process of making plans, resolve question of
conversion of usage of ownership of construction land, resolve specific issues in the area of construction land, and thus comes to building faster
permits, etc.However, many legal provisions are not clearly defined or not atall.

Until the investment an investor should go the way of many steps. Mainly, in many cities and municipalities in Serbia "steps" are slow. The question is
- Where is the problem? Most likely the problem is with law and enforcement. In Serbia, obtaining building permits, average waiting is 224 days the
process may take several years. According to the World Bank, our country is at 157" place by the speed of anissuance of a building permitin a group
of non-European countries.

By the end of 2013" it is expected to adopt a new law on planning and construction. This year we adopted two new laws: the special conditions for
registration of ownership of the facilities built without a building permit and the law on the legalization of illegally constructed buildings.

The Regional Spatial Plan will, until the year 2025 (and until first implementation stage until 2017.), provide the basis for: more balanced regional development,
competitiveness and integration with the surrounding regions (neighboring functional areas of central and south-western Serbia, as well as the border municipalities and
regions in the Republic of Srpska (Bosnia and Herzegovina) and the Republic of Croatia), the implementation of the energy efficiency principles, through mobilization of
territorial capital, sustainable use of natural resources, a long-term reconstruction and development of human resources, transportation accessibility and connection to
Corridor VII (via Sava river), as well as infrastructure, economical and institutional development, protection of natural and cultural heritage as a factor in development and
environmental protection.

The Tisa River from its rise in Ukraine, towards bordering Slovakia, for section through Serbia, spreads out along north-south direction, till confluence of the Danube River,
hence the scope of the Spatial Plan borders with Hungary and Romania, sharing specific cooperation interests and number of common characteristics. The potential
developments for the Tisa River Area as a whole are embedded in higher order spatial plans (SPRS and RSP APV) and have defined area special purposes in establishing
an ecological network of interconnected ecologically important spaces and corridors of regional and local importance aiming to develop sufficient and optimal protection
and conservation. On the one hand coordination of flood protection activities, conservation and floodplains restoration on the other are of pivotal importance for tourism
development along the Tisa River, being at the heart of sustainable development area. Sustainable tourism, in this sense, is seen as most promising activity capable to
affirm natural potentials, steer rehabilitation and development prospects of special purpose area within the scope of the Spatial Plan.

It was made with intention to enable rational exploitation of natural resources of this area through its implementation, along with fulfillmenth of economical, social
and ecological component. During the plan period, Konjuh should be developed into attractive mountain destination in which will be accomplished the unity of preserved
natural landscapes and moderate tourism, with sustainable use of natural resources. Organization of protected landscape of Konjuh should provide sustainability of this
areaand promote natural values, ecology, healthy living and quality of staying at the mountain. Uniqueness of location compared with similar mountain areas surrounding is
determined by prosperous natural and cultural and historical heritage, as well as specific places of pilgrimage, thus particular attention is directed to protection of these sites
and environmentin which they are located.

The objective of the Spatial Plan includes the construction and functioning of a part of the “South Stream” transnational gas pipeline corridor which will contribute
to spatial and energy integration of Serbia into Europe's gas transmission pipeline system through a regular, stable and ecologically viable natural gas supply, as
well as natural gas transit to countries of Central and Western Europe. The Spatial Plan also specifies the following protection belts — zones of gas pipeline
protection: direct protection zones (belt for exploitation), narrower protection belt, wider protection belt (belt of detailed elaboration), and controlled construction
belt (boundary of the Spatial Plan).The Spatial Plan sets forth the planning and construction rules and envisages a detailed elaboration with elements for the
implementation of the transnational gas pipeline corridor project (in scale 1:5000). Spatial Plan was developed in GIS environment based on ESRI technology
(ArcGIS 10x).

Adjusted Spatial plan of Subotica defines directives for local community development, of which the most important are: long term envisions and guidelines of spatial
development; use and protection of natural resources; demographic growth, development of populatedplaces and public services; economic development through tourism
and economic activities, development of infrastructure systems; use and protection of natural environment, landscapes, natural and cultural heritage; all in accordance with
the principles of sustainable and equitable development. Spatial plan also defines borders of building zones for 19 populated places inside city limits, including land use and
building codes. Equitable and sustainable development of Subotica metropolitan area requires active and permanent removal of existing development disproportions, by
changing its overall spatial, economic and social structures.

Cove is very complex and need to
fulfill many purposes wit high season oscillations: ferry, nautical, sports, shipyard and fishing port, communal and tourist cruise ships moorings, hydroaerodrom,
gas station and local maritime transport. Extreme caution is needed when combining all these activities especially considering benefits for local population.
Integration of port and local community is the main goal/problem of this project. For example, locating ferry port on outskirts of Vela Luka will prevent summer
traffic jams but will also make life difficult for those without car. Tourist shops, restaurants and bars will benefit form nautical port in town center but it will take
precious space for communal moorings.

Regular reviews of the long-term
strategic plan have been carried out every ten years in order for the plan to comply with social changes affecting the urban development of the city. The current
plan takes into account the demographic development much slower than the one realized in the previous period of the implementation of the plan. Itis envisaged
that, in 2011, Novi Sad will have 243,700 residents, but according to the population register Novi Sad had 280,600 residents in 2009. By the projection of
demographic developmentitis assumed that Novi Sad will have 297,000 residents in 2019.

Suffering from economic decline and the scars of the country's division, the centre of Nicosia needs change in its governance and planning system that goes well
beyond the implementation of a few iconic public buildings. Still working within the framework of the existing planning legislation, this study adopted a radical and
innovative approach designed to free development from restrictive and unnecessary land controls and promote proactive city centre planning. The proposals,
developed with the input and support of local residents, pressure groups and property developers, aims at better city management and a collaborative approach

Therefore, in the 1970s it was decided that in this area build a regional sports and recreation-tourism center in
an area of approximately 100 ha, which would have a zone of public functions, indoor sports zone regime, the area of organized sports activities, temporary residence zone,
zone organized stay, park forest zone and the zone traffic to receive 3,000 visitors a day.

The informal Roma settlement Mala Guba, Prokuplje, is located on the confluence of Strazevacka stream, currently turned into a city sewer, with Topli¢ka River. The most of
the settlement was built after 1999 with the arrival of Roma IDPs. Today it comprises 48 houses, about 270 inhabitants and poverty. In 2011, inhabitants initiated upgrading
of the settlement by building the bridge over stream. In 2012, DruStvo Roma - Prokuplje and the Society for the Improvement of Local Roma Communities — Belgrade,
convinced the Municipality of Prokuplje and the EU PROGRESS programme to support formulation of an urban plan. The Yugoslav Institute for Urban Development and
Housing joined the work.

Humans, whether residents of the historic centre or visitors
to the city, become the epicenter of the synthetic process. The initial reading of the city 'tints' an urban tapestry according to emotional impacts and psychological
effects of public space on a diagram of four distinctive sections:

recalling: contains the notion of memory and historic reference

exposing: relates to contemporary activities of the city

isolating: concerns the personal reading of the city and the need for temporary 'withdrawal'

loving: relates to subtle, emotionally special moments and experiences

These sections appear in different colors, with urban qualities exceeding geometric characteristics. A new fragmentation of space is the result of this 'tinted'
topology on urban scale. The continuous self-subdivision of urban tapestry reaches the very personal, human scale and offers the fundamental synthetic and
structural element of the design proposal, the 'mosaic'. A number of hybrid spaces is generated, with a distinct functional identity while materializing a level of
spatial, emotional, psychological and experiential surplus.

Kraljevo grew between the two rivers, the West
Morava and the river Ibar. The way of overcoming the above natural barriers and its development fall into the integral part of monitoring the urban development. The wish of
the citizens of Kraljevo as well asof all those taking partin the urban development of Kraljevo that one town like this with its long history, should be up-to-date at present and
be attractingin future.

Modern
urban design is frequently faced with the challenges caused by the environment, from climate changes and intensive migrations through to diversification of human
activities and increasingly complex urban functions. Architectural experiments which pay attention to this new complexity and redefined urban paradigms should deal both
with design and planning at the level ofindividual location, as well as with wider ecological, social and political processes that form our city spaces, influence our natural and
living surroundings and our direct living urban experiences.

Beside Urban Planners' Exhibition, Summer School of Town planning is the most important event of Serbian Town Planners Association. Despite the crisis in the society
and economy of Serbia, despite the lack of support from the establishment, the Summer School of Urban Planning brings together an increasing number of participants.
This year, nine Summer school is organized around two thematic blocks. The first is the current regulations. Frequent changes in the law in the past decade threatened to
create instability of jobs that by their nature extend medium-term or long-term. It was also observed that the spirit of the law is often restrictive, to be more oriented to the
procedures of prohibition than to the needs of citizens. The vital interest of the state is to attract developers and it should be properly felt in the new regulations. The second
block is meant to draw attention to a wide range of experts on major projects that are accessed in Serbia. Some of the activities can greatly affect the spatial requirements of
the whole country, but also the competitiveness of many cities and municipalities. Participants can expand the scope of information and contribute to the optimization of the
concept of big government projects.
